
 

The Mill City Council, at their August 

25, 2015 meeting briefly discussed 

the proposed plastic bag ban.  Based 

on the testimony given at the August 

17, 2015 plastic bag forum, a deci-

sion was made to table the issue un-

less further circumstances deem it 

necessary to revisit. 

A group of local citizens has stepped 

forward and has stated their desire to 

see a recycling program in lieu of a 

ban. 

The group proposes a program that 

would bring plastic bag recycling sta-

tions to Mill City, provide education on 

recycling and possibly include a litter 

campaign.  Local, Mary Richards, has 

spearheaded this effort and has al-

ready spoken with area businesses as 

well as the school district to try to get 

a program in place.

C u r f e w  

through Memorial Day and 11:00p.m. to 
5:00a.m. (summer hours) the day after 
Memorial Day through Labor Day unless: 

Such minor is accompanied by a parent, 
guardian or other person twenty-one 
(21) years of age or over authorized by 
the parent by law to have custody of the 
minor; or 

The minor is engaged in lawful pursuit of 
activity that requires the minor’s pres-
ence in such public place; or the minor 
is emancipated pursuant to ORS 
419B.550 et seq. 

As Labor Day approaches, please remind 

your children that the curfew time chang-

es along with it. 

Mill City Municipal Code Chapter 9.28 

imposes curfew requirements within the 

City limits. 

Section 9.28.010 Curfew Imposed states: 

No person under eighteen (18) years of 
age may be upon any street, highway, 
park, alley, or other public place between 
the hours of 10:00p.m. to 6:00a.m. 
(winter hours) the day after Labor Day  

Section 9.28.020 Parental Responsi-

bility states: 

No parent, guardian or other person 
having the legal custody of a minor 
person under the age of eighteen (18) 
years may allow or permit the minor to 
be in violation of Section 9.28.010. 

Violating parental responsibility under 
this section is a violation subject to a 
maximum fine of two hundred fifty 
dollars ($250.00).
